
CYCLE PIRATES THROTTLE KIT 
INSTRUCTIONS 

DESIGNED FOR CLOSED COURSE USE 

 
INSPECT MOTORCYCLE FOR ANY DAMAGE TO HANDLEBAR OR THROTTLE 
ASSEMBLIES PRIOR TO INSTALLATION. 
REMOVE ITEMS FROM PACKAGE AND MAKE SURE EVERTYHING IS 
INCLUDED IN THE KIT. 
READ INSTRUCTIONS THOROUGHLY BEFORE STARTING!!! 
 
Step (1.) Note the location and routing of the factory throttle cables. Next determine which fairings and 
equipment from the motorcycle will need to be moved and/ or removed to access the throttle assembly.  See 
Fig.1.   (Note: Motorcycles differ from bike to bike for more detailed instructions of your model may be 
available on our website www.cyclepirates.com.)
 
Step (2.) Once the appropriate pieces are removed you can begin installing the new cables to the new 
throttle housing (handlebar end). Run new cables using the factory route. (Note: The routing of the cables 
is very important and should be done carefully making sure to pay close attention to the placement of 
cables, watching the bends and freeplay. Use all cable guides needed to ensure a proper fit.)  See Fig.2. 
 
Step (3.) Next connect the throttle cables to the carburetor / throttle-body assembly side. 
Note which cable is push and which cable is pull then place them in the proper cable ring/ notch. 
(DIFFERENT MOTORCYCLE MODELS MAY USE A DIFFERENT BRACKET TO HOLD THE 
CABLES TO THE THROTTLE ASSEMBLY)  Start adjustments by tightening the cable adjuster nuts 
together at the end of each cable on the throttle-body side. See Fig. 3. Some models may require that you 
sandwich the stock cable bracket with the two nuts on either side of the bracket. (Note: Motorcycles differ 
from bike to bike for more detailed instructions of your model may be available on our website 
www.cyclepirates.com.)
 
Step (4.) For the race kits you have a choice of three different sized rings that are placed on the throttle 
tube. Sizes 40mm, 42mm, and 44mm. 
With our stunt kit you will have a choice of two throttle tubes sizes 28mm and 32mm. 
Slide the throttle tube or ring & tube combo onto the handlebar and place the throttle cables into the 
appropriate throttle tube slots. See Fig. 4. It is usually best to start off with the even cable slot combinations. 
i.e. A,F / B,E / C,D See Fig.5. (Note: Most stock throttle tubes are between 33mm and 36mm.)
 
Step (5.) Now you need to adjust the throttle play. There should be ¼ inch or less of free-play depending 
on personal preference. Start at the cables middle adjustors, leaving adequate slack in case you want to 
change the throttle tubes or rings. Then move to the throttle housing adjustments. Now place the top cap on 
the throttle housing. Tighten bolts after assembly has been adjusted to desired position.   ( Try to avoid 
adjusting at the carburetor / throttle bodies unless absolutely necessary.) See Fig.6.  (Note: When adjusting 
throttle play remember that there is adjustments for the push and pull cables so be sure to adjust both.)
 
Step (6.) Before reassembling the motorcycle you should double check cable routing to make sure that 
there is nothing binding and throttle is functioning properly. Move handlebars from right to left first with 
the bike off  then start bike and make sure it accelerates properly and cables move freely. Congratulations 
you have successfully installed your Cycle Pirates throttle Kit. Test ride to see if the chosen throttle tube or 
ring is giving you the desired effect, if not experiment with the other sizes to obtain optimum control and 
performance. See Fig.7.  (Note: If there is any problem with the throttle assembly at this point you should 
check for any damage to motorcycle components or some mistake in installation, if not disassemble and 
start again from step 2.)
